These specific items have been changed by the university to maintain safety standards set for all events held at the stadium.

New for 2021:
· BYU recently revised their Minor Protection Policies in May 2021.  To ensure the safety of all minors during Rocky Mountain, directors MUST submit the Authorized Educational Visit Agreement form by Friday, October 8, 2021.  Schools who do not submit the form will not be able to participate. 
· Face masks are required for directors and staff using the elevator and in the Directors’ Area.  Students, staff, and spectators are not required to wear masks in the concourses or stands unless they choose to do so.
· The BYU Ticket Office has moved from paper tickets to digital tickets.  Directors will receive an email from the ticket office with a link to their tickets. 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A)  BUS/EQUIPMENT TRUCK DIRECTIONS TO EDWARDS STADIUM
· Your communication with bus/equipment truck drivers prior to arriving concerning parking and stadium/event policies is greatly appreciated 
· Directions to Stadium Parking for Bus and Equipment Truck Drivers:  
· If traveling north on University Ave. in Provo, turn east onto 2230 North.
· If traveling south on University Ave., turn west onto 2230 North 
· Turn south onto Provo Canyon Road
· Continue south on Canyon Road until reaching the barricades in front of the north end of the stadium  
· The northeast entrance to the parking lot will be on the right
· Enter the West Stadium Parking Lot through the NORTHEAST entrance on Provo Canyon Road
· There is NO SOUTH ENTRANCE into the West Stadium Parking Lot  
· University Police have notified us that you will be ticketed if you attempt to go through any barricades 
· The West Stadium Parking Lot is reserved for ONLY buses, equipment trucks, and Handicap parking (see parking lot map included in this document)
· Public/spectator vehicles will NOT be allowed in the West Stadium Parking Lot

B)  RETRIEVE DIRECTORS’ PACKET
· Stop at the Director’s Sign-In tent by the parking entrance to pick up your information packet.  Your packet includes:	
· Program of Performances
· Director’s Information Pamphlet including:
· Parking Map
· Stadium Flow Chart
· Schedule
· Seating Chart
· Awards Ceremony Field Diagram
· Wristbands for students
· Director’s Lounge Passes  



[image: ]C) WRISTBANDS 
· Each band member will receive a wristband to enter the stadium.  These will be included in your Director’s Packet to distribute to your band. 
· Students MUST have a wristband or be in uniform to enter the stadium throughout the event
· Wristbands are for students only.  Non-students wearing wristbands will be escorted from the stadium.


D)  BUS/EQUIPMENT TRUCK PARKING AND UNLOADING 
· University Police will direct you to your parking area  
· As a guest of BYU, please remember that for public safety, campus parking is under the direction of University Police.  As such, we will do all possible to keep your equipment trucks and buses together.  The police will park vehicles as they arrive.  Please coordinate with your drivers to arrive at the same time if you would like to park close together.  
· Equipment trucks must be parked in the West Stadium Parking Lot  
· Equipment trucks will not be allowed park inside the stadium 
· Equipment personnel may choose to store equipment under the north bleachers until the conclusion of the event, but do so knowing that:
1) BYU will not provide security for your equipment
2) Due to safety regulations, trucks will not be allowed to pull into the stadium area while the crowd is exiting at the conclusion of the event


For safety in the parking area and following the Music for All competition model, we have extended both warm-up times and areas to compensate for stretching, M & M practice, musical warm-up and any other activity needed to prepare for your band’s performance.  WARM-UP, STRETCHING, M & M PRACTICE IN ANY OTHER AREA IS ABSOLUTELY NOT ALLOWED AT ANY TIME.  You are free to use the warm-up areas as you see fit during your designated times.  


E)  RESTROOMS/FIRST AID  
· Available inside the stadium  
· Enter Gate 1 (west side of the stadium) to gain access 
· First Aid located near the Stadium Management Office near Gate 1

F)  PUBLIC/SPECTATOR PARKING  
· The West Stadium Parking Lot (Lot 45) is reserved for ONLY buses, equipment trucks, and disability parking (see parking lot map included in this document)
· Public/spectator vehicles will NOT be allowed in the West Stadium Parking Lot
· Public/Spectator parking is available in Lot 48 (south of stadium), Lot 49 (southeast of stadium), and at the Marriott Center 
· Disability parking is available in Lot 45 (west of stadium)  
· Please remember: 
· Disability, Deans, Official, and Service Stalls require special permits.  
· Red curbs are ‘No Parking’ zones. Parking in any of these places without proper permits or authorization from the Parking Office may result in receipt of a parking citation or towing.  
· Time Zone spaces are enforced for the time limits posted on the restriction sign.
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A) DIRECTOR’S AREA (located in the President’s Loge on the 1st floor of the Press Box)
· Please join us between 3:15 and 9:15 PM to enjoy light refreshments and relax 
· 3 wristband passes to the Director’s Area for you and two of your staff 
· Present your pass at the South elevator to be admitted
· The North elevator and door is for BYU Rocky Mountain Staff ONLY 
· Passes are not transferable or to be shared with others 

B)  COMPLIMENTARY TICKETS 
· [image: ]Due to University policy, please note that ANYONE wishing to attend the event or needing to enter the stadium will require a ticket 
· This includes drivers, school administrators, and all personnel assisting with moving and setting up equipment for your band on the sidelines  
· As the BYU Rocky Mountain Invitational is not a UMEA Festival, BYU Ticket Office policy states that any passes other than those issued by BYU are not recognized 

· You will be provided with complimentary tickets according to your band’s class size: 
· Class 1A:  7 tickets
· Class 2A:  10 tickets
· Class 3A and above:  15 tickets
· Complimentary tickets will be sent through the BYU Ticket Office and accessed on the BYU Ticket Mobile App.  More information can be found here:  https://tickets.byu.edu/mobileticketguide 

If you need more tickets to accommodate your band and helpers, please arrange to purchase those in advance.  We are able to offer a group rate of $5 per ticket for 20 or more tickets.   Group tickets must be purchased from the Marriott Center Ticket Office (801-422-7470) no later than three days BEFORE the event.  Tickets can then be mailed in advance or picked up at the Stadium Ticket Office in the West Stadium Parking Lot on the day of the event.  Tickets can be purchased on the day of the event at the Stadium Ticket Office but without the group discount.   


[image: ]C)  PUBLIC/SPECTATOR TICKETS
· Due to University policy, please note that ANYONE wishing to attend the event or needing to enter the stadium will require a ticket 
· This includes drivers, school administrators, and all personnel assisting with moving and setting up equipment for your band on the sidelines  
· Ticket prices:
· Single Ticket = $6.00
· Family Pass = $21.00*
· Children 2 and under = Free
*Limited to immediate family (mother, father and children; not to include grandparents, uncles, etc.)  Available for purchase at the Stadium Ticket Office in the West Stadium Parking Lot and by calling the Marriott Center Ticket Office (801-422-7470).  

D)  TENT AREA FOR FEEDING YOUR BAND (Optional)
· [image: ]Located in southeast corner of the West Stadium Parking Lot 
· To use this area:  Director must indicate on the Rocky Mountain Questionnaire prior to contest date 
· Available to prepare and serve food to your band 
· Multiple bands will be using this area throughout the event 
· Please be courteous by: 
· Only using space that is needed 
· Cleaning up after your band so other groups may use the space
· NO Vehicles allowed in this area    
· Propane and wood-pellet grills are allowed.  Charcoal or open flame (wood) grills are prohibited. 
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A)  TIME ALLOTMENTS
Following the Music For All competition model, each classification will receive 45 minutes of warm-up time and 15 minutes for performance.  The following is a breakdown of time allotments:

· 45 minutes Warm-up
· 7 minutes travel from Warm-up to Staging
· 10 minutes Staging
· 15 minutes Performance


B)  WARM-UP/MEET YOUR BAND HOST

For safety in the parking area and following the Music For All competition model, we have extended both warm-up times and areas to compensate for stretching, M & M practice, musical warm-up and any other activity needed to prepare for your band’s performance.  WARM-UP, STRETCH, M & M practice IN ANY OTHER AREA IS ABSOLUTELY NOT ALLOWED AT ANY TIME.  You are free to use the warm-up areas as you see fit during your designated times.  

· There are three warm-up areas:  A, B, and C (see parking map). 
· Located on the west side of the West Stadium Parking Lot  
· Use only designated times/areas for warm-up
· Due to sound bleed-over into the stadium, conduct your warm-up facing WEST (away from the stadium) 
· Your band host will meet you at your assigned warm-up area and allotted warm-up time.  
· Your host will have signs indicating remaining times in Warm-up.
· Timing will be indicated as followed:
     15 minutes →10 minutes  →5 minutes  →1 minute  →Go to Staging Area
· At conclusion of Warm-up time, your band host will instruct the director to move to the Staging Area (see Stadium Map)
· Please use the sidewalk next to the south end of the stadium to move to the Staging Area 

C)  PERCUSSION WARM-UP AREA
Due to the massive amount of on-campus construction, which is creating very limited parking areas around the stadium, and in conjunction with the number of bands who did not use the percussion warm-up area in the past, the percussion warm-up will be in the band warm-up areas.

D)  STAGING
· Winds/Guard/Marching Percussion 
· Enter stadium through the Staging Area, Gate 11 (see Stadium Map) 
· At Gate 11, your band will be met by a Rocky Mountain Representative who will provide instruction when to move to the field for your performance  
· Your 15-minute performance window begins when leaving the Staging Area 
· Pit/Front Ensembles and Equipment 
· Enter stadium through Gate 5 (see Stadium Map)
· Lavell Edwards stadium personnel supervise and regulate the moving of equipment down the ramps and onto the field
· Remain on ramp next to the field until the previous band has cleared  
· Stadium regulations specifically prohibit bringing any vehicles onto the grass field (including carts and trailers)  
· Vehicles must stay on artificial turf
· Each band is responsible for providing means to move your equipment into the stadium.  BYU is unable to provide vehicles/help for you.  
· Make arrangements to provide enough help to move your equipment both onto and off the field within your allotted timeframe
· Equipment vehicles/trailers are not allowed outside authorized areas
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A)  PERFORMANCE
Your 15-minute performance time window begins when leaving the Staging Area.  Bands will immediately take the field after previous band exits (except during breaks).

B)  ANNOUNCEMENTS
· All announcements will be made by our stadium announcer located on the west 45-yard line of the field.  
· Announcements will be based on the publicity sheets and questionnaires we have received.  
· As your band is a) entering the field with no on field warm-up or b) after your on-field warm-up, the announcer will say, 

“Joining us in Class (classification) from (city and state) please welcome the (name of band).  Their program includes musical selections:  (name of selections).  Brigham Young University and the Rocky Mountain Marching Invitational are proud to present in performance Drum Majors (names) and the (name of band.)” 

If you need to make changes with the announcer, please inform him as your band takes the field.  If you have special timing to begin your announcement, please stand next to the announcer notifying him when to begin.

C)  ELECTRICAL OUTLETS
A box of 18-20 electrical outlets will be available between the 45 and 50-yard lines on the field.   BYU CANNOT provide extension cords 

D)  HASH MARKS
The field shows both high school and college hash marks 





E)  VIDEO
· Due to copyright laws, videotaping of performances in LaVell Edwards Stadium is strictly prohibited. As such, no one is permitted to set up a tripod, camera, or use electrical cords in the stadium, nor block aisles and passageways.

· BYU will record your band’s performance and provide a link to a High Definition archive copy to the director after the competition under the following conditions:  
· In order to receive a recording of your group’s performance you MUST SUBMIT the online Director’s Release Form before Friday, October 8, 2021.  If we do not receive a copy of this form before the deadline there will be NO video recording of your performance due to copyright law.  Form can be found at http://marchingband.byu.edu/rocky-mountain-questionnaire  
· The Performer’s Release form should be completed with your students and retained with your organization’s records. 
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A)  AFTER PERFORMANCE
· Exit the field to the south proceeding up the southwest ramp (see Stadium Map).  
· A water table will be set up for your band under the south stands.  
· Equipment vehicles/trailers are not allowed outside authorized areas 
· Stadium regulations specifically prohibit bringing any vehicles onto the grass field (including carts and trailers)  
· Vehicles must stay on artificial turf

B)  EXITING THE STADIUM
Proceed to exit the stadium as indicated on the Stadium Map.  




C)  SEATING
· Please refer to the enclosed seating chart and assignment list. 
· Due to the high number of performers, please sit in your designated areas. 
· The center section of the stands will be reserved for the families and fans of the performing bands.  
· Please be aware it is against stadium policy to attach any types of banner to the stadium.

D)  PROGRAMS
· Programs are available for purchase at the merchandising table. 
· A complimentary program will be included in your director’s packet at the information tent. 

E)  MERCHANDISE 
Rocky Mountain Invitational and BYU Bands merchandise (CDs, hats, shirts, etc.) will be for sale at the event.  

F)  BYU INFORMATION BOOTH
An information booth about BYU Bands and the School of Music will be located outside Gate 1  on the west side of the stadium.  Students and parents are free to stop by and ask questions about BYU Bands and School of Music.
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A)  AWARDS CEREMONY 
· Drum Majors and others participating in the awards ceremony should come to the northwest ramp of the field during the BYU Cougar Marching Band exhibition show to stage for the awards presentation. 
· Upon completion of BYU’s Exhibition Performance, the BYU drumline will troupe groups participating in the awards ceremony onto the field.  
· These groups should enter the field from the northwest corner of the stadium and proceed down the west sidelines to their designated spots on the field.  
· To assist in this, a placard will also be placed on the field where your group should stand.  
· Refer to the awards map (last page of this letter and in Director’s packet upon arrival) to see the location of your group for the ceremony.

B)  POST-CEREMONY PERFORMANCES
· [image: ]In the past, some bands have performed a post-contest run of their show in the parking lot.  Due to the inherent hazards associated with vehicles exiting the event, we have made special arrangements for any winners who wish to participate in this to do so on PROVO CANYON ROAD.  
· This street will be barricaded from traffic to allow this for your group.  
· Due to safety issues, BYU police have informed us they will stop ANY post-contest performance in the west stadium parking lot.

C)  EXITING THE EVENT
Refer to the Rocky Mountain Invitational Map for bus and equipment truck exiting from the event.  Please encourage your drivers to be courteous and follow all instructions from BYU police.
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
